Suggested Format
General Context (e.g.: professional development of activity in school setting; capstone mathematics course):   

Bi-weekly professional development study group (8 mathematics teachers).
 
Names of contributors/authors:   Steve Benson
 
Goal of use of Framework (if applicable):   I am undecided how/whether I will share the Framework with teachers, but I will try to keep it in mind while  planning sessions. 
 
Goal of use of Situations (if applicable) (Includes process of developing Situations):  Initially, developing Situations will not be a goal, but I have the eventual goal of teachers creating their own Situations based on their classroom practice. 


Specific Setting for use:   Urban high school, two 2-hour after-school content-based professional development sessions per month.  
 
Describe typical use:   In each session, I plan to use one or more prompts from existing Situations and ask teachers to create and flesh out the mathematical foci they see.  (I'm undecided whether/when I will share the existing foci with them – I will decide on a Situation-by-Situation basis.) 
 
Describe the mathematical goal(s) of the use:   To generate reflection on mathematical foci of variety of Situations (predominantly around Algebra topics). 
Challenges in Implementation:   These sessions occasionally devolve into  “gripe sessions” about school/district administration (for good reason!) or student behavior/motivation issues, so it is a regular challenge to “bring them back” to the mathematics. However, I think the Situation prompts might be useful in keeping them on task, since the Situations will feel authentic to them.
