Suggested Format
General Context (e.g.: professional development of activity in school setting; capstone mathematics course):
Further articulation of the Framework as exemplified by Situations.

Names of contributors/authors:
Larry L. Hatfield

Goal of use of Framework (if applicable):
To make more explicitly clear how the conceptual components of the Framework are exemplified in each Situational Focal discussions.

Goal of use of Situations (if applicable) (Includes process of developing Situations.):
Assumption: the Framework is the key conceptual product [a wide variety of Situations could be (and eventually may be) produced]. To strengthen the impact of the Framework, the CMPT exemplifications of Situations should be more “tightly” (clearly) connected to the Framework.
Specific Setting for use:
This “use” is internal to the project, involving further conceptual analyses wherein the need for new or revised Focal discussions will become clear. That is, in order to exemplify Framework elements (e.g., strategic competence, or constraining and extending) there may be aspects of existing Foci that can be identified, or it may become clear that none of the current Situations/Foci offer significant instantiations and therefore new examples would be identified and constructed.
Describe typical use:
The Framework is the key conceptual product! In many ways, the particular Situations are not as central, and not necessarily unique. It was expressed in our group that many additional Situations might be possible, and further that the particular Focal discussions that have been produced are not unique. It was said that the Framework was produced out of the Situations (such approaches being found in classrooms)---thus, it is a kind of “reverse engineering” result.

Now, it may be important to be intentional. Use the framework as a structure to generate Situations linked to teaching practices but which are now designed to give specific manifestations of the elements of the Framework.

Is there yet another level of analysis to consider? What are the connections across Foci within a Situation?  What are the connections across Situations that link to the Framework?

Describe the mathematical goal(s) of the use:

The goals of this effort will involve the inherent project aims of helping users of the Framework and Situations to “unpack” and elaborate professional content knowledge in support of “the mathematical work of teaching.” To the extent it results in “tighter” connections between the Framework and the Situational discussions, it will strengthen both products.
Challenges in implementation:
The development of the Framework was reported to have occurred from the identification of observed or experienced points in mathematics teaching when student thinking suggested a need for elaborated teacher mathematical knowledge. Can the Framework be generative in the identification and development of such Situations/Foci?
