
Alas, Another list of topics in which all the were found in both GPS and CCSS. However this section again proved to be very difficult to find which topic should be listed under what section of the standards. Some are very loosely listed and I again, assumed, what should be understood. 


In GPS it was very difficult to find and exact definition for Type1 and type 2 errors. Sensitivity specificity, and the power of a test I felt were never listed but meant to be understood or linked to topics in MM2D2 and MM2D3. Proportions were very clear and very well labeled, not only, this topic provided examples too.  I saw no real definition for Simpson’s paradox and relative risk. 


In CCSS it too was very difficult to find where Type 1 and type 2 was located. As in the GPS thou, the marginal, conditional and joint probabilities were clearly labeled and provided real examples. Relative risk was difficult to find, however there was a small chuck that addressed Simpsons paradox, in a quick unclear way. 


This section of probability was great for a teacher looking for confirmation of what needs to be taught. I feel of all the sections that probability was the clearest and easily understood for both the GPS and CCSS. This section is very well done and needs not revision. Type 1 and 2 error needs to be addressed. Here I was left to guess that this was the section and from my background in statistics I would know that is it’s placement.
