This topic is hardly in the CCSS as I observed. I actually ahrdly found anything in the CCSS at all, if I had noted it was in the common core thiat was because I was going out on a stretch. These topics which I think were founded in Gerorgia would clearly be more obivious in the GPS than the CCSS. 

In the GPS the topics above addressed as stepping stones and a crutches to understanding means. Different ways to intrept means and which way it better than the others. The above topics are used as building blocks for to understand strandard deviations and medians.  What the difference is between the three for different situations. These topics can help studnets to understand the varability and the shape of a curve as well. 

This section is none exixstant in the CCSS and thus I think that the CCSS would need to have a construction of how SAD and MAD can be used to fully understand mean, median and standard deviations.  The GPS does a great job to descrbing all the statements above and I feel there is no need for revision here. The only topic that is lighty done is fair share which could be a more descriptive.
