In the GPS: I had trouble finding the three types of distributions, and the difference between mathematical thinking and statistical thinking, and a concrete difference between categorical and quantitative data.  This is where the GPS beings to be vague. I think that it is needed to be clearer on these two topics. I am able to “understand” where these should go but it is hardly addressed.  IQR and the 5 number summaries is well done in the GPS.  Most of the other topics listed are provided for in the GPS. I think that 1.5*QCR could be better stated.


In the CCSS: I was unable to find how much vs. how many in the common core.  I know that a larger sample reduces variability but I was not able to locate that as well. The criterion for outliers along with 1.5*QCR. This is a major section that needs to be re-worked. I was able to find all other topics in the CCSSS, however in very typical CCSS fashion I was on a mission hunt and have to “assume” some scenarios. I think that the section on Box plots and the five number summaries should be better stated and more clear. 

I think both the GPS and the CCSS need to a better job at stating the outlier examinations. I think the GPS is in good spirit of expressing it but should expand a little further. I feel that the CCSS has over looked this topic completely and needs a revamping.  This section I had trouble finding some topics, non-resistant and resistant, but with heavy digging I was able to. Most topics in this section need work on in both standards.
