Setting in which Framework or Situations are to be used: Focus groups with prospective teachers and practicing teachers (prospective teachers in a methods class)
Describe typical use: Distribute prompt. Ask focus group to brainstorm mathematical ideas helpful in the situation. Discuss and elaborate mathematical ideas generated. Distribute foci, one at a time. Ask participants to read and rank 1-10 for usefulness. Discuss rankings and mathematics of each focus. End with a discussion of the entire situation.
Describe what mathematical ideas/concepts/etc. you expect to encounter in using the Framework or Situations this way: Specific to the situations used. Some issues that cut across the situations were use of appropriate mathematical vocabulary, issues of domain, ideas relating to justifying and explaining. 
Challenges in implementation: Some issues of focusing attention narrowly on the precise question asked rather than the larger situation.
