In this project you will plan (but not carry out) a study.

Instructions if you want to work individually:

1. Formulate the question (3 points). This question should be of interest to you (2 points for explaining how this is of interest to you) and one in which you could collect some data. 

2. Identify the relevant variable(s) (2 points) and how you expect to measure them (2 points). Make sure you completely define the variables so there is no ambiguity. In other words, anyone who reads your paper would completely understand what the variables are.

3. Design the study. Is this an observation or an experiment? Explain (2 points). Who are the individuals of the study? Explain (2 points). Describe the population (2 points). Explain how will you obtain an appropriate sample (4 points). Explain how you will collect the data (4 points). Provide 3 observations that would be reasonable to see. Explain (2 points). 

Instructions if you want to work with a partner (different from the partner in project 1):

You may work with a partner. You will hand in one (1) project with both names included on it.
